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Bausch & Lomb Lens Solution Linked to Eye Infections and Vision Loss
People who wear contact lenses trust that the
contact lens solution they use will safely clean
and disinfect their lenses. Unfortunately, Bausch
& Lomb ReNu MoistureLoc contact lens solution
breached that trust, producing a solution that did
not work and actually caused harm. On April 13,
2006, Bausch & Lomb announced suspension of

shipments of ReNu with Moisture Loc, due to reports of "fungal
keratitis" infections in users of the solution. This fungus is a seri-
ous eye infection that can develop through the whole depth of the
cornea  and can lead to loss of vision, and blindness. ReNu with
Moisture Loc was permanently pulled from shelves worldwide on
May 15, after Bausch & Lomb admitted they had a problem with
their product causing fungus. Bausch & Lomb stated that
February 18, 2006 was the earliest indication that there may be
"an unusual occurrence with this infection" involving ReNu with
Moisture Loc. However, as reported by Reuters, Hong Kong
authorities claim that they had noticed an increase in hospital
admissions due to contact lens-related keratitis, and alerted
Bausch & Lomb as early as November 2005.

The FDA reported "A fungus called Fusarium has been identified

as the cause of the reported infections." As of April 9, 2006, 109
cases of suspected Fusarium were under investigation by the
United States Center for Disease Control (USCDC) and public
health authorities in 17 states of the U.S. As of May 4th, 2006, the
United States Center for Disease control reported that there were
over 100 confirmed cases of contact Fusarium Keratitis among
Bausch and Lomb contact cleaner users.

stroke or blood clots by as much as 300%.

The Food and Drug Administration received twenty-one reports of
life-threatening blood clots and other ailments associated with
Ortho Evra birth control patch use. Twenty-three young women
deaths were linked to the contraceptive patch that was aggressively
marketed utilizing fashion models and Olympic athletes.

On September 20, 2006, results of a study were released that
confirmed previous reports of an increased risk of serious blood
clots associated with Ortho Evra use versus oral contraceptives.
The study found that a woman's risk of clotting while using the
Ortho Evra Patch was two times the clot risk of oral contraceptive
pills.  While another study found that the risks were equal, previous
calculations have put the blood clot risk for the patch at three
times that of oral pills.

Johnson & Johnson has also announced that it will update the
Ortho Evra label to include the results of the new studies. The FDA
has also issued a warning about the new contraceptive patch study
results. Ortho-McNeil, the manufacturer of the Ortho Evra birth
control patch, has aggressively marketed the patch as a convenient
alternative to oral birth control pills. Its original product label stated
that the patch's health risks were similar to those related to oral
contraceptives. this was not true and mislead doctors and their
patients.

Approximately 4 million women have used the Ortho Evra Patch
since it went on sale in 2002.  FDA records show that seventeen
patch users between the ages of 17 and 30 have suffered fatal
heart attacks, blood clots and possible strokes since August 2002.
The first fatality publicly blamed on the Ortho Evra patch ocurred in
April 2005, when a Manhattan fashion student collapsed in a city
subway station. An autopsy found that a blood clot had moved
into the victim's lung, and the medical examiner ruled that the clot
was a side effect of the birth control device.

$4,000,000 SETTLEMENT. E. David Woycik, Jr. and Stanley
Sanders were able to obtain a four million dollar settlement for the
plaintiff after numerous mediation sessions before Judge Dodson, a
now retired appellate division judge. Our client is a 44-year-old
construction worker who was injured when he fell into a hole at the
worksite. He injured his right knee at the time of this accident and
went to the hospital where he complained only of right knee pain.
He went back to work for two weeks and then began to have prob-
lems with his neck, his back, his shoulder and his knee.  The plain-
tiff has undergone seven operations and did not return to work.
The plaintiff has had numerous other accidents prior to the con-
struction accident, which involved injuries to the same part of his
body which he claimed were injured at this worksite.

$525,000 SETTLEMENT. Our Client was an electrician who was on
a V-shaped folding ladder, carrying a light fixture when the ladder
shifted, causing him to lose his balance. He didn't fall off the lad-
der, but was thrown to the right, still carrying the light fixture, and
hurt his shoulder. Marc Weinblatt negotiated this excellent settle-
ment on his behalf.

$1,400,000 SETTLEMENT. For wrongful death of a mother who
died in childbirth. The claim revolved around whether her doctors
adequately treated her for a liver condition associated with preg-
nancy. Her baby was unharmed, but must grow up without the love
and care of her mother.

$750,000 SETTLEMENT. Plaintiff was a resident at Windsor Park
Nursing Home. She required assistance in all of her daily activities
including bathing.  She suffered second degree burns to her right
foot.  She died less than two months later. Her family was prepared
to testify that she was in pain during that entire time period. We are
proud of the work that we are doing to get compensation for vic-
tims of Nursing Home Neglect and Abuse.

$650,000 SETTLEMENT AFTER MEDIATION. Our client was 74
years old when she was admitted to Kateri Residence for rehabili-
tation following a stroke. As a result of the stroke, she had left
sided weakness and was totally dependent on the Kateri
Residence staff to meet her needs. Based on our client's functional
and medical status at the time of admission to Kateri Residence,
her rehabilitation potential was good.  Yet in just four months at
Kateri Residence, she suffered unnecessary pain and suffering
related to severely infected bedsores to both of her heels and her
sacrum that lead to sepsis and her death on April 19, 2000.
Defendants argued that these sores came about because of her
diabetes. Our office argued that she received deplorable substan-
dard care.

$350,000 SETTLEMENT. SSBWV&G represented two adults who
were lead poisoned when they were infants. The law extends the
statute of limitations for children which enabled us to bring the case
even after they turned 18. The problem however, was that most of
the records of their lead poisoning and treatments were destroyed
and unavailable. The case was settled at a conference with the
Judge by Martin Block. He was able to overcome the missing
records and achieve this excellent result for our clients.

$1,800,000 SETTLEMENT. Our client was involved in an automobile
accident.  She was stopped at a stop line waiting to make a right-
hand turn on a side-street onto Hempstead Turnpike.  The defense
vehicle made a right-hand turn into her at a low rate of speed which
caused very little damage to her car. Our client suffered injuries to
her neck and back and underwent three surgeries in the lumbar
spine region.  She had metal devices placed in her back which were
later removed, and also had an electrical stimulus device planted in
her back as well.  She will need several operations in the future.
This case was settled by senior trial attorney David Woycik and set-
tled for $1.8 Million Dollars in Nassau County.

$600,000 SETTLEMENT. Our client suffered injuries while driving
her car in Nassau County.  At the time of the accident a car pulled
out from a parking lot from the right and an accident occurred.  The
driver of the car had only a $100,000.00 policy and that was offered.
E. David Woycik Jr. was able to obtain an additional $500,000.00
because we were able to find out during depositions and discovery
that the driver of the offending vehicle was going on a lunch break
and was going to get changed for her job at P.C. Richards.
Therefore, she was within the scope of employment for P.C.
Richards and we were able to hold in the insurance policy for P.C.
Richards in the amount of $500,000.00 resulting in the total settle-
ment of $600,000.00.  The plaintiff had a pre-existing back problem
and also a pre-existing knee problem, which required further surgery
as a result of this accident.

$375,000 SETTLEMENT. Our client was the driver of a taxi which
got rear-ended.  We were able to settle the case for $375,000.00
even though the plaintiff only missed two months from work and
was able to resume his full time employment as a taxi driver. He did
not have any hospitalizations or major surgeries.

$785,000 SETTLEMENT. SSBWV&G had recommended that the
client reject an earlier offer of $400,000. The case was prepared for
trial by Martin Block and shortly before the trial date, a final media-
tion conference was held at which point the case was settled for
$785,000. The client also had a substantial Worker's Compensation
lien on his file which we were able to reduce significantly. Because
of out persistence and effort, we were able to obtain a very favor-
able result for our client.
